Please read this information notice regarding the registration process for the Littleton Public Schools transportation.

The registration period for current students will begin on Monday, May 16, 2022 and end June 30, 2022.
** NEW - Only new students to the district can register AFTER June 30, 2022**

**% THIS IS NEW ***
ALL STUDENTS THAT REQUIRE TRANSPORTATION MUST REGISTER FOR THE BUS.

Every student, fee or no fee, MUST register to ride the bus.

REMINDERS TO PARENTS: MS & HS students please register early as last year some students that waited until the
summer to register did not get on a bus.

Students entering 7™ grade MUST now pay the bus fee.

If your child is bused from Shaker Lane to or from the Tigers Den program at the Russell Street School, this also
requires registration and payment of the bus fee.

You can only register ON-LINE for bus transportation. The new registration link will calculate the mileage
distance from home to school. If a fee is required, it will prompt the online payment center to process the
transportation fee. If no fee is required, you must still complete the registration process.

There will be no in person registration at the Business Office this year. All registrations MUST be completed
online.

The registration fee for transportation for the 2022-2023 school year will be $225/student. Any registrations that take
place after the registration deadline will be assessed a $25/student late registration penalty. There will be a family
maximum of $675 plus any late registration fees if applicable.

Grades Home to School Distance Fee
Kindergarten through Grade 6 2.0 miles or less $225/student
Kindergarten through Grade 6 2.1 miles or more No fee
Grade 7 through Grade 12 Not applicable — All students must pay $225/student
